20 participants attained
their high school diploma
or GED and many
increased at least one
educational functioning
level. All incoming
participants completed
customer service training
and more than 15 youth
participated in work
experiences with local
employers to gain hands
on skills and to explore
their chosen career. YIC
participants also
completed CNA,
Medication Aide, Bank
Teller and Phlebotomy
certifications while others
continued their education
by pursuing associate’s
degrees.
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Yes | Can participants not only spent their time in
the classroom and on the job site in 2009, but also
used their personal time to enrich their communities
and themselves. During the year’s two leadership
weeks, youth toured local colleges, businesses and
community resources. Participants also regularly
attended workshops on money management,
employability skills and personal health and
wellness.
